Under or Over Living 
Ecclesiastes 5:18-6:2 

 
In this passage, Solomon compares the person who lives over the 

sun for God to the person who lives under the sun for self and sin… 

Over the sun: 

1. It is good to eat, drink, and enjoy the labor God has given to you 

· • The power to do this is a gift of God 

 

2. God keeps us busy and gives us joy 

 

Under the sun: 

1. Riches, wealth, honor, and every other desire don’t satisfy 

 • This person doesn’t have the power to eat of it and a         
    foreigner consumes it 

 

2. This is vanity and an evil affliction 

Key Verse: 18 
 
Here is what I have seen: It is good and fitting for one to eat and drink, 
and to enjoy the good of all his labor in which he toils under the sun all 
the days of his life which God gives him; for it is his heritage.
