In this passage, Solomon conƟnues to give some wisdom when  
facing the king… 

 
A QuesƟon to ponder: Who is like a wise man? 

4 truths to observe: 

1. Keep the king’s commandments 

· For the sake of your oath to God 

2. Don’t be hasty to go from his presence 

3. Don’t take your stand for an evil thing 

4. The king has power
